Newnan Utilities bill.

Weather's Impact:
	 1.	 Temperature Extremes: Extreme temperatures, whether scorching heat or bitter cold, drive up energy usage. In 		
		  summer, your AC works overtime to keep things cool, while winter demands more heating to stay warm.
	 2.	 Humidity Levels: Humidity affects how your HVAC system operates. Higher humidity can make your home feel warmer, 		
		  prompting increased AC usage. Conversely, lower humidity levels might reduce the need for heating.
	 3.	 Stormy Weather: Severe weather events like storms can wreak havoc on utility infrastructure, leading to unexpected 		
		  outages or repair costs.

Tips To Weather The Bill:
	 1.	 Seasonal Adjustments: Be mindful of temperature changes and adjust your thermostat accordingly to save energy.
		  • Here are the optimal thermostat temperatures, according to the US Department of Energy:
			   1.	 Winter: 68 degrees
				    •	 For maximum efficiency, you should also designate eight hours per day, decreasing the temperature by 			 
					     between 7 and 10 degrees.
			   2. 	 Summer: 78 degrees
				    • 	Keep your home warmer than usual when no one is home, and then set the temperature as high as comfortably 		
					     possible when you are home. 
	 2.	 Energy-Efficient Upgrades: Invest in energy-efficient appliances and devices to reduce overall energy consumption.
	 3.	 Smart Thermostat Control: Programmable thermostats efficiently regulate your home's temperature, adjusting 		
		  settings based on weather forecasts and your schedule.
	 4.	 Weatherproofing: Seal gaps around windows and doors to prevent heat loss in winter and maintain cool air in summer.
	 5.	 Emergency Preparedness: Be ready for weather-related outages with emergency kits and alternative power 			 
		  sources if possible.
